BYLAWS OF

DISTRICT __ LEADERSHIP

OF TEXAS ASSOCIATION OF HEALTHCARE VOLUNTEERS

ARTICLE I – NAME

The name of this organization shall be: DISTRICT __ LEADERSHIP OF TEXAS ASSOCIATION OF HEALTHCARE VOLUNTEERS.

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

The purpose of this organization shall be to bring together the District’s volunteer groups’ leaders to express mutual concerns; share ideas; provide support to TAHV; provide education for District volunteers with the assistance of TAHV; encourage volunteer involvement; train leadership; encourage and assist existing volunteer groups; and assist upon request in the development of new volunteer groups within our district.

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP

The Leadership shall be composed of the Presidents and Presidents-elect, Chairmen, and/or designated members of volunteer organizations in healthcare facilities which are members in good standing of TAHV. A Liaison from the TAHV Board for this district shall also be a member of the Leadership.

ARTICLE IV – CHAIRMAN

SECTION 1. The membership liaison from each district shall act as Chairman. 

SECTION 2. The Chairman shall preside at Leadership meetings, appoint committees as needed, and be responsible for planning and sending notices of District __ Leadership meetings.  In the Chairman’s absence, the TAHV First Vice President shall preside.

ARTICLE V – MEETINGS

SECTION 1. The Leadership shall meet at the TAHV District Meeting and, at the option of the Leadership members, in the first quarter of the year. If requested, a meeting may be scheduled.

SECTION 2. At the TAHV District Meeting occurring before the year a district elects a new TAHV Board member, time will be set aside for the TAHV Board Liaison for District __ to give information about TAHV Board membership and the application process. This will be a part of the meeting agenda and will be presented to everyone attending the District _ Meeting.

SECTION 3. At the TAHV District _ Meeting occurring the year a district elects a new TAHV Board member, time for the election will be part of the meeting agenda.

ARTICLE VI – VOTING

SECTION 1. Each member group is entitled to one official delegate for voting purposes. The official delegate shall be the President, Chairman, or designated member of the member group. The alternate delegate shall be the President-elect or designated member of the member group.

SECTION 2. Voting will take place at the TAHV District _ Meeting.

ARTICLE VII – ELECTION OF TAHV DISTRICT __ BOARD MEMBER

SECTION 1. Applications from candidates are to be sent by May 1 to the TAHV Board Liaison for District __.

SECTION 2. Each voting delegate will receive copies of all applications to review before the election which will take place at the following TAHV _ District Meeting.

SECTION 3. There will be no absentee or proxy voting. Voting will be by ballot. A majority vote shall elect.

ARTICLE VIII – AMENDMENTS 

Amendments to the Bylaws shall first be approved by the TAHV Board. The Bylaws may then be amended by a majority vote of those present at any meeting provided the amendment has been submitted by the previous regular meeting, or provided that written notice has been submitted to each council member two weeks prior to the meeting.

ARTICLE IX – PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

Sturgis’ Standard Code of Parliamentary Procedure shall be the authority in all questions of parliamentary law not covered by the Bylaws.
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
