The Texas Legislature is up against a 
budget deficit at a level we have 
never seen before. To really under-
stand a $27 billion shortfall, you have 
to consider the total, which is $72 
billion. The Legislature is short almost 
one-third of its total budget. And 
health care spending represents 
about 25 percent of the total budget.  
Legislators have only three main areas 

where they can make cuts:  public and higher education, prisons and 
health care. None of their choices are easy. Everyone needs to know the 
consequences of cuts in health care and their impact on each of us ς

As you know, hospitals cannot by law refuse emergency care

caid patients because the Medicaid rates paid to doctors are too low, 
those low-income sick children and pregnant women will go to the hospi-
tal emergency room. This means hospital rate cuts will be compounded 
by this ER tsunami, which will result in longer wait times for everyone. 
Hospitals will be driven to discontinue needed but unprofitable services 
and a few may even be forced to close their doors. 

The other consequence is the massive cost-shift that draconian 
state budget cuts will produce. The state is proposing to shift the finan-
cial burden of health care and other services to local governments ς like 
hospital districts ς and to those with health insurance.  The result will be 
higher taxes locally and higher insurance premiums for those of us with 
private coverage. 

The battle to pass a realistic state budget that balances re-
sources and needs will be won or lost in the trenches and by constituents 
like you in the district. We cannot let politics jeopardize the health of our 
communities and our patients. The situation is dire, and requires some 
new revenue in addition to cuts in spending. Legislators should consider 
other options, like using some of the rainy day fund, increasing existing 
taxes on cigarettes and alcohol, and eliminating unwarranted sales tax 
exemptions. 

I ask you to work with your hospital and help tell the story of 
how these deep Medicaid cuts will affect the patients at your hospital. 
Talk to your friends and neighbors. Talk to your elected officials. Be an 
advocate for your hospital. 

I know we can make a difference in this legislative session, but 
only if legislators hear from the people back home. Now is the time that 
hospitals need your witness to your legislators and to your local commu-
nity. You volunteer because you believe in what your hospital is doing. 
Help us make sure communities and legislators appreciate the value your

Dear THA friends,   
 

This year in March, I am preparing to return to Guatemala on a medical mission 
trip with a non-profit called Faith in Practice. The mission behind these trips is

anyone in doing so.   
 

I am joining a team of surgeons, nurses, anesthesiologists, and support person-
nel and will embark on a weeklong journey to provide much needed care to the 
impoverished people of Guatemala. After receiving general medical care in 
villages throughout the country by Faith in Practice medical teams, patients 
requiring surgery are transported, sometimes traveling several days, to the 
hospital in Antigua. The patients we will care for are only able to receive medi-
cal treatment through medical mission groups like ours, as there is very little 
access to healthcare throughout the country.  
 

I was continually amazed during my last visit, seeing the hand of God all around 
us, helping us as we served. Most patients we treated had never seen a physi-
cian or nurse. Imagine the joy felt by the parents of the several infants that 
were surgically treated for cleft lip and palate anomalies. After an extensive 
orthopedic surgery, I watched the miracle of one teenage boy as he gained the 
ability to walk upright for the first time in his life. It is an honor and privilege to 
be a part of these mission trips - they are heartwarming, joyful and exhausting. 
The team members and patients that we serve are always an inspiration. 
 

Faith in Practice is a volunteer organization that brings medical, dental and 
surgical supplies, equipment and services to the people of Guatemala. It counts 
on donations from individuals as their main source of funding. This is not an 
expense paid trip as many people mistakenly conclude. As volunteers, we pay 
for our own airfare, room and board, but there are many other expenses in 
providing medical care to the poor. Money is needed to buy medical and surgi-
cal supplies and Faith in Practice gives a donation to the hospital, Hermano 
Pedro, in Antigua, to help pay the overhead costs for each surgical case per-
formed. In addition to providing free medical care, Faith in Practice also pro-
vides food and housing for those patients who travel long distances for treat-
